ARRIVING FROM THE EAST: 

▪ Continue West along 4th St. past the 
library. 

▪ Cross McEwan at the light located there. 
▪ Continue on 4th St. past the Clare Union 

Depot (future Rail-Trail Head)  
▪ Continue to the right (north) as 4th St. 

ends and becomes Maple. 
▪ Take Maple one block to 5th Street (M-

115) and turn left (west). These roads 
can be busy at times so be careful! 

▪ Take 5th Street (M-115) to the Moose 
Lodge approximately two miles west. 

▪ The Pere Marquette State Rail-Trail 
begins at that point. 

 

ARRIVING FROM THE WEST: 

• Take M-115 (5th St.)  to Maple, 

approximately two miles East. These 

roads can be busy at times so be 

careful! 

• Take a right on Maple (south) and 

continue to the left as it becomes 4th St.  

• Continue on 4th St. past the Clare Union 

Depot (future Rail-Trail Head) 

• Cross McEwan at the light located 

there, continuing east on 4th St.  

• Continue East along 4th St., at the 

library take a right onto Pine and head 

South.  The Pere-Marquette State Rail-

Trail Continues at that point
